RE:  REQUEST FOR SPECIAL EXCEPTION

On the motion of Donald Cullum, seconded by Terry Glidewell, and by an affirmative vote of all present to grant a special exception to Kim/Robbie Sandlin to construct duplex dwellings on their property located at 150 South Street with the following stipulations:  the roofs may not be less than a 4/12 pitch; parking must be conducive to number of bedrooms, plus one (example: 2 br would have 3 parking spaces, 3 br would have 4, etc.); sidewalks in front of each defined parking space; roof extensions must be approved by mayor; minimum of 20’ between buildings; and must meet all exterior boundary setbacks for R-3.  The Board hereby incorporates the findings contained in the Minutes of the public hearing which was conducted in this matter prior to this regular meeting.  The Board further finds that this special exception request meets all necessary criteria under the Saltillo Zoning Ordinance and is otherwise appropriate under state law.

Section 21-19-11, that said property was in such a state of uncleanliness so as to render the property a menace to the health, safety and welfare of the community and ordered the owner/occupier thereof to clean the property within seven (7) days, or else the City would do the same and assess costs, expenses and possible statutory penalties.  The owner/occupier having failed or otherwise refused to do so, the City then cleaned the property pursuant to state law.  The aforementioned total amount shall be assessed against the property, as a lien, and should be filed with the Office of the Lee County Circuit Clerk as provided by law.
